(NDB) are not included in the total reported MDB climate
finance for 2020. The NDB committed US$ 816 million in
climate finance, all of which was directed to middle-income
countries. Climate finance accounted for approximately

19 per cent of the NDB'’s total approved projects, excluding
its response to the Covid-19 pandemic. All of the committed
NDB finance was dedicated to climate mitigation activities.
